  SCORING CRITERIA  —  each criterion scored 0–2

	1. Appropriateness of methods for stated objectives
Reviewers should prioritize studies that use the right research methods for the scientific question

	Inappropriate methods for objective(s)

	○
	1 =
	Chosen methods were sub-optimal, but did address the objective(s)

	○
	2 =
	Chosen methods were the best feasible for the objective(s) (i.e. rigorous methods)

	2. Results and data analysis
Reviewers prioritize studies that use statistics correctly and presented the results appropriately

	0 =
	No analysis described or inappropriate data analysis for study objectives/design

	○
	1 =
	Some data analysis performed but either inappropriate statistical test for study design, or statistical not interpreted accurately

	2 =
	Data analysis is clear, appropriate statistical test applied for study design and accurately interpreted

	3. Relevance and importance
